The Child Rehabilitation Centre

In 2018, he Child Rehabilitation Centre at the Jerusalem Princess Basma
Centre (JPBC) passed successfully the second auti ftwint Commission
International Accreditation (JCIA); maintaining its record of high stesmfard
quality service provision in the field of rehabilitation. JPBC is the only
Palestinian Rehabilitation Centre so far to receive this kind of accreditation.
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This important accreditation for Ambulatory Care Services provided by JCIA
is for three@ S I dydethe first was obtained in 2015, and it stands as a
testimony that the Rehabilitation Centre continues to provide iggdity
servicedor patients accating to international standards.

To note further, the JCI is the international branch of the Joint Commission and works inCover 10
countries worlavideto provide accreditation. Hundreds of health care organizations around the world
are seeking to achiewbe JCI Gold Seal of approval starting from academic medical centers and
hospitals to primary and secondary health care services.

In 2018, the Child Rehabilitation Centre treate84Lthildren with disabilitecoming from the West
Bank,Gaza Strip and East Jerusalem. The kind of services they received irftlydedherapy,
Hydrotherapy, Occupational Therapy, Soeech and Language Therapy, Sensory Therapy, and
PsychosociaBupport.
